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3SISTERS TOUR OF INDIA

Three sisters of India refers to the site of Arunachal
Pradesh, Assam and Meghalaya. They are home to some
magnificent terrains, exotic flora and fauna and diverse
culture. Recently we took this tour and were amazed to see
the wonderful and less unknown North East part of India.

From Pune we took a flight to Guwahati and then
proceeded to Shillong by road, Capital of Assam. To our
surprise the roads were very good as they are maintained
by Border Road Organization a division of Indian Army.
On both sides of the road we could see very thick forest. In
Shillong we visited one village known as the "Most
cleanest village in Asia" In fact the tourist are allowed to
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visit only small part of
the village as the local
people do not want
tourist to litter things in
their village. Another
nature wonder we saw
was Living root bridge.
They are made by
putting young ficus
elastic roots through
hollowed out trunks of
Areca nut palm trees. [®=
They are built across [
streams and they grow |
fast enough to attach
themselves to the other §
side. People can easily §&
walk over the root S
bridge.These bridges ~

are made by Khasi and Jaintia tribes who have mastered
the art of wrapping thick roots together to form a structure
to hold more than 50 people.

Next we visited the famous Cherapunji town which is
famous for its rainfall and water falls. We also visited
Mawsmai caves on way. Going through the cave was
unique experience though it was a very tough and narrow
path. Our next destination was Kaziranga national Park
famous for its one horned Rhinoceros. It is designated as
UNESCO World Heritage site. The park has area of about
430 Square KM and lies between the Brahmaputra river

and the Karbi hills. In the park we have to move in the
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Jeeps provided by the Park and we could saw many
Rhinoceros. The guide told us that in spite of their heavy
weight they run very fast and their food is mainly grass.
We could also see Elephants, Deers and other grass eater
animals.

After a long drive of almost eight hours through hilly and
narrow roads we reached a beautiful and scenic town of
Tawang which is situated at a height of about 10,000 feet.
The weather was cold but pleasant. Tawang is in
Arunachal Pradesh India's north eastern most state
bordering Bhutan, China and Myanmar. This state is
known for its breathtaking natural beauty, rich cultural
heritage and diversity. In Tawang we visited 400 year old
Buddhist monastery which had stunning architecture. Our
next destination was Sela Pass which was at height of
about 13,700 feet. We had a breathtaking view of the hills.
We reached Sela pass through newly constructed Atal
Tube Tunnel, which is a marvel in the civil construction
world. The name Sela pass is given after a local Tribal
woman by name Sela, who helped our Jawans during 1962
Chinese aggression.

The most awaited attraction of the trip was Boomla Pass, a
high altitude mountain pass situated at an elevation of
about 15,600 feet above sea level. For visiting this place a
specific permission from Indian Military is a must.
Foreigners are not allowed to visit as it is a strategic
location which connects India and China. It is also
necessary to get acclimatize due to high altitude. For a
person like us it is very difficult to breath however military
personnel can climb the terrain with heavy equipments.
The area is under full control of our Military and all
movements are under watchful eyes of our Jawans. In case
of any emergency they will take care of Civil people also.
On one side our jawans were guarding the border and few
feet away we could see Chinese Jawans with a watchful
eye. This is the place where 1962 war took place between
India and China and some of the part of Indian territory
was occupied by China. Hats off to our Military personnel
who are posted there who guard our border 24/7 so that we
can sleep peacefully in our homes. In Tawang Military has
made a Museum to showcase the War Memorial and as a
tribute to our National heroes who laid their life to protect
our country. They also show a documentary film depicting
the major highlites of the 1962 war. The real story of the
war is depicted in the book "Himalayan Blunder" written
by Brig. J P Dalvi. The book is worth reading.

While returning back to Guwahati we crossed the bridge
on the River Brahmaputra which is almost three
kilometers long. The river is like an ocean as we could not
see the other end of the river. Our last day was visit to
famous Kamakhya Mandir. Lakhs of devotees visit this
temple to get the blessings of Kamakhya godess.

It is worth visiting the North east part of India for its
natural beauty and hills.
