For the
wellbeing of the society, it is important that an individual is able to understand and comprehend the flow of its
norms, values and culture. For the wellness of the society, it is equally important that its population shows equity
in diversity, and atiains an inclusive approach for employment and has economic continuity and competitivencss.
Many developing countrics fora pregressive economic society have adopted a basic education and literacy model,
an important aspect of connecting with the members, to lessen the urban rural divide, further it is also to develop
an inquisitive, scientific mindset, which is more evolved with the society; a eritical thinker and problem solver.
The terms of basic literacy are straight forward and very simple - [Uis to know how to read, write and speak a
language, to be able to communicate and able to propagate optimism in the society. Basic literacy revolves around
maths and numerals, attaining proficiency with numbers, being calculative quick thinker. Basic literacy gencrates
interest, attaining work-life balanee to a high enough level, to becoming a pro in confidence and self-esteem:

In India the flow of literacy in various states of India coincides with basic literacy norms and is coherent with the
SDG goals for sustenance and sustainability. The SDG 4 goal states - "Ensure inclusive and equitable quality
ecducation and promate lifelong learning opportunities for all”.

In India, over the years basic literacy has been tremendously successful - a bridge for communication, offering a
more comprehensive job scenario. Basic literacy has advanced further to the rural areas with rural programmes
and campaigns e¢.g adult Literacy programmes, E-Learning programmes, Apprentice skills programmes etc.
